The latest wins come just a week after the Lib Dems claimed a seat in the traditional
Labour heartland of Rotherham.

They saw their vote share increase by 50% to gain the Brinsworth and Catcliffe seat on
Rotherham Borough Council with a majority of nearly 1,500.
