Dear Foreign Secretary,

We write to you with disgust over the government's complicity in one of the greatest crimes
of our lifetime.

This morming, we woke up to the news that Palestinian refugees sheltering in their tents had been
bumed alive. Killed by an Israeli airstrike on a hospital courtyard, their last moments on this earth
were that of unimaginable pain and suffering. Moments earlier, Israeli airstrikes hit a school, killing
22 pecple who were awaiting polio vaccinations.

The horror in Gaza is often described as a humanitarian crisis. The truth is, however, that this is
not 8 humanitarian crisis. It is a genocide, aided and abetted by governments including our own.

The government could have stood up to Israel the day it was elected. It could have opposed the
genocide in Gaza. It could have ended military, economic and diplomatic support. It could have
defended the equal application of international law. Instead, the failure to bring Israel to justice has
amboldened it to kill thousands of people in Lebanon and now, wage war on the UN.

The destruction over the weekend coincided with the 100-day anniversary of the new Labour
government. Let us be in no doubt. It has been 100 days of shamedul indifference to Palestinian
life. 100 days of moral and political cowardice. 100 days of complicity in crimes against humanity.
In light of the most recent horors, please can you answer the fallowing questions:

+  When will the UK governmant end all arms sales to lsrael, and join France, Haly, Spain,
and Jordan in calling for a worldwide ban?

+ What red lines, if any, does Israsl have to cross for the g to end its di
and palitical support?

= What is the government doing 1o facilitate urgant de-escalation and prevent an all-out
regional war?

+ Does the UK government agree with the latest ICJ ruling that Israel’s continued presence
in the occupied Palestinian territories is lllegal?
